If you do not have health insurance that covers family planning, birth control can be very expensive.  

Luckily, the Plan First program is here to help Michigan women age 19 to 44 access free family planning 

services.  To qualify for the program you must live in Michigan and be either a U.S. citizen or qualified 

immigrant.  There are income limits but an individual can make up to 18,000 a year and still qualify for the 

program.  Income limits are much higher depending on the number of people in your family.  You can re-

ceive Plan First even if you have been told you have too much income to get Medicaid. The best advice is 

to apply and see if you qualify.  You can also call South Side Community Coalition and we will be happy 

to answer your questions. So please help us to spread the word! If you or someone you know is in need of 

free family planning services please contact Lisa at 517-394-3217 to complete an application.
