Coalition for a free workshop on how to save money, save energy and 

save the environment.  One great program we learned about was 

CACS weatherization program.  This program is designed to help 

both home owners and renters to make their homes more energy effi-

cient and save money on their utility bills.    As part of this free pro-

gram, participants can receive help with duct insulation, attic insula-

tion, clothes dryer vent, low flow shower head, CFL light bulbs and 

much more.  Some owner occupied houses are eligible for new fur-

naces, water heaters or refrigerator depending on the current state of 

the existing appliance.  The program is open to U.S. citizens and legal 

residents.  There are also income guidelines but a family of 4 can 

make $44,100 a year and still qualify for the program.  Thanks to all 

of our presenters  last month!

Monday and Friday 9:00 to 7:00

Saturday, Sunday and Wednesday 
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MIchild and Healthy Kids are programs available through the State of Michigan to ensure that all children 

under the age of 19 have access to health care.  These programs are based on income level but a family of 2 

can make a maximum of $29,140 a year and still qualify for the Michild program.  A family of 4 can have 

an income of $44,100 a year and still be eligible.  These programs also cover pregnant women who do not 

have health insurance.  All children who are U.S. citizens are eligible even if their parents are not citizens.  

The two program are basically the same with the only difference being that if your family has a lower in-

come your children's health coverage is free.  If you have a higher income, there is a monthly payment of 

$10 a month per family for the health coverage.  If  you or someone you know is in need of affordable 

health coverage for their children, please contact Lisa at 517-394-3217 to complete an application.
